Matt Redman has been amazed by how often people have contacted
him to share moving stories of how this song has helped them to stay
focussed on God and continue to worship during times of heartache
and suffering. Christians from around the world have shared their
stories with Matt and in the prologue of the book he says...

“ Since the release of 10,000 reasons I've met some truly inspiring
worshippers and encountered such powerful offerings of faith. That’s
why | decided to write this book. I'd love to share some of those
stories, as well as speak into the theme of the song and explore the
truths that lie behind it. Not because | think we wrote a great song. It’s
hard to take a bow for something you didn’t plan for. Instead, | hope
that these thoughts and stories will encourage you in your own life of
worship. | hope they’ll inspire you to keep on thanking and ftrusting
God from a deep place, especially in those tough moments of life
when the temptation could so easily be to wander from the path of
praise.”

the seafarer often a long way from home and m)

loved ones and often suffering from m
loneliness, temptation and lack of friendship W

and fellowship. Today, although

communications and conditions are generally

much better, the needs and the vision remain the same, and it is the
same Lord Jesus who alone has the power both to save and to keep
in the storms of life.

Many people are involved in reaching the seafarers with the love of
Christ. Even more important than the wonderful provisions that we
are given to take on board is the fact that all these people and many
others pray for the Seafarers and for us as we share with them in
their joys and sorrows. The Portsmouth Commercial docks are small
compared to Southampton, with just two berths. Four ships per week
visit the docks on a regular basis, and we visit just two of them
usually on Mondays and Wednesdays. The ships that we visit are all
carrying bananas and other fruit in containers and it is amazing that
approximately 500,000 tons of bananas pass through Portsmouth in
a year! Lorries carry bananas from the docks to all over the UK and
through the channel tunnel to Europe.

Many of the seafarers are from The Philippines, but over the past
year we have met people from Russia (Kaliningrad), Romania,
Georgia, Bulgaria, Poland, Turkey, India, Germany, Panama,
Ukraine and even UK! You can see that we have a mission field on
our doorstep and sometimes it seems that seafarers are a forgotten
race!

| was recently asked by a Filipino Seaman if we had any Christian
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books. He said that he had been reading a book called ‘Faith at Sea’
by Martin Otto and he had found it so helpful he had read it several
times. Martin Otto is our SCFS port missionary in Hamburg and |
asked if he had ever met Martin because if it is good to read the
book, it is even better to meet the author! He said no, although his
ship goes to Hamburg they are always very busy there. | emailed
Martin the details, and a few days later a delighted seafarer met
Martin on his ship and received 2 more books. Amazingly this whole
situation has been repeated in the last few weeks.

Truly The Lord’s ways are wonderful and His purposes beyond us!
We want to thank you all for your love, prayers and support for this
vital work.
